




















Game-by-Game Postgame Notes  •  11

Game 1 - Arizona
• Kickoff was delayed 43 minutes by lightning.
• The Chippewas were shut out in a half for the first time since the 
second half of a 35-10 win over Northern Illinois on Sept. 29, 2007.
• Josh Gordy collected his eighth career interception.
• Dan LeFevour punted for the fifth time in his career. Four of his five 
career punts have been downed inside the 20-yard line.
• The game was CMU’s first in program history against a Pac-10 
Conference opponent.

Game 2 - Michigan State
• Bryan Anderson finished with six catches for 120 yards, his 12th career 
100-yard receiving game.
• Paris Cotton’s 11-yard touchdown catch with 32 seconds remaining 
was the first touchdown reception of his career.
• The Chippewas handed Michigan State its first nonconference home 
loss since Sept. 23, 2006 (Notre Dame 40, Michigan State 37). The 
Spartans had won seven straight nonconference home games.
• The crowd of 76,221 was the seventh-largest ever to attend a CMU 
football game. Four of the 10 highest attended games in CMU history 
have been at Spartan Stadium.
• CMU’s 29-27 win came 17 years to the day after the Chippewas’ last 
win in East Lansing, a 24-20 decision in 1992.

Game 3 - Alcorn State 
• Ten different Chippewas caught at least one pass in the win over Alcorn 
State, the most since CMU moved to Division I in 1975.
• The CMU defense posted its first shutout since a 42-0 win over Akron 
in 1996.
• CMU improved to 3-0 in home openers under Butch Jones.
• All eight of CMU’s scoring drives (including Antonio Brown’s punt return 
for a touchdown) lasted less than four minutes.
• CMU held the ball for the game’s final 11:54. The Chippewas ran 18 
plays and covered 76 yards on their final possession before taking a knee 
three times inside the Alcorn State 5-yard line to run out the clock.

Game 4 - Akron 
• CMU won its sixth straight MAC opener.
• Dan LeFevour became the seventh quarterback in MAC history to reach 
10,000 career passing yards on a 5-yard throw to Kito Poblah in the first 
quarter.
• CMU extended to 15 games its winning streaks against MAC East 
Division opponents and MAC opponents from the state of Ohio.
• CMU out-gained Akron 162 to negative-1 in the first quarter and 283-21 
in the first half.
• Dan LeFevour matched a career high with six total touchdowns (four 
passing, two rushing).
• Dan LeFevour recorded his ninth career 100-yard rushing game. The 
Chippewas improved to 7-2 when LeFevour rushes for 100 yards.
• CMU did not allow Akron to convert a third down until the fourth 
quarter. The Zips opened the game 0-for-10 on third down and finished 
1-for-12.
• CMU scored at least 48 points in back-to-back games for the second 
time in school history.
• CMU’s 27-point margin of victory was its largest in a MAC game since a 
55-28 win at Buffalo in 2006.

Game 5 - Buffalo 
• Kickoff was delayed approximately 15 minutes by lightning. Weather 
also forced a 39-minute delay in the third quarter.
• CMU’s 20 points scored were the fewest in a win since an 18-7 victory 
over Ball State in 2006.
• The win was Butch Jones’ 20th as the head coach at CMU.
• Dan LeFevour became the MAC’s all-time leader in completions.
• CMU extended to 16 its streak of consecutive wins against the MAC 
East Division.
• Matt Berning matched a career high with 11 total tackles.

Game 6 - Eastern Michigan 
• CMU’s 56 points were the most against a MAC opponent since a 56-27 
win over Ohio in 1986.
• The 48-point margin of victory was the largest in a MAC game since a 
63-14 win over Eastern Michigan in 1981.
• The eight points allowed were the fewest against a MAC opponent 
since a 35-10 win over Miami in the 2007 MAC Championship Game.
• Dan LeFevour accounted for six touchdowns (three passing, three 
rushing) for the fifth time in his career.
• Antonio Brown’s 75-yard punt return for a touchdown matched the 
longest punt return of his career and was the third punt return for a score 
in his career.
